Church of Lautenbach (Alsace), professor of musical education and organ
professor holding a State diploma. He won numerous prizes in organ playing,
writing and composition, and received two prizes of the French Society of
Authors and Composers; furthermore, his
symphonic poem ‘“Aux Arbres” created in

Paris in January 2005 attracted a lot of 7

attention. Dominique currently combines

a career of composer and concert
performer, both as a soloist and in
different ensembles. His recordings include the “Art of the
Fugue” by Johann Sebastian Bach, performed on the Stiehr-

Mockers organ of Riedisheim.
